(3) Route Amendment for Bus Service 140

From Sunday, 7 September 2025, the route of Service 140 will be amended to ply Towner Road,
McNair Road and Balestier Road to better serve the commuting needs of residents. This amendment
enhances connectivity to key amenities such as NE9 Boon Keng MRT Station and Kallang Polyclinic.
With this change, Service 140 will call at five additional bus stops — three new ones along Towner
and McNair Road, and two existing stops along Balestier and Serangoon Road.
