Information Sheet for August 2023

1. National Day Celebrations (Please note the updated dismissal timings)
The school will be celebrating National Day on Tuesday, 8 August 2023. There will be no lessons that
day. Students are encouraged to put on the school’s red T-shirt or any red T-shirt (preferably plain red or
with motifs relating to National Day) with their shorts/culottes and school shoes on that day. All students
are reminded to bring their water bottles, pencil cases and colour pencils/markers.

As the school canteen will NOT be open on that day, students are encouraged to have their breakfast
before coming to school.

They are to report to school as usual on that day and will be dismissed based on the staggered timings
below. Kindly ensure that arrangement is made for your child/ward. For students taking the school bus,
the school bus operators have been informed of the dismissal time.

3. PSLE Oral Examinations for Primary 6

The PSLE Oral Examinations will be conducted on Tuesday, 15 August and Wednesday, 16 August 2023.
All Primary 6 students will be required to report to school on both days and he/she will be sitting for one Oral
Examination paper per day. Primary 6 students are to refer to the PSLE Oral Information slip, which will be
given to them at a later date, regarding their Oral Teams and reporting time.

Primary 1 to Primary 5 students need not report to school on these two days.

All Primary 6 students will be briefed on the details of the examinations on Monday, 31 July 2023 during the
morning assembly.

4. Gifted Education Programme (GEP) Screening Exercise (for Primary 3 students)

The GEP screening exercise for Primary 3 students will take place on Thursday, 17 August 2023. In view of
the test timings, the Primary 3 students will have their recess in class and are strongly encouraged to bring
their own food on that day.

5. Teachers’ Day Celebrations (Thursday 31 August 2023)
The school will be celebrating Teachers’ Day on Thursday, 31 August 2023. Students will report to school as
usual in the morning and the staggered dismissal will be as follows:

Primary 3 & 4 10.35 am

As the students will be dismissed early, there would not be recesses on that day. Hence, the canteen will
NOT be open. Students are encouraged to have their breakfast before coming to school.

6. Teachers’ Day School Holiday (Friday 1 September 2023)
Teachers’ Day falls on Friday, 1 September 2023 and is a school holiday.




7. End of Term 3 School Holidays
The end-of-term school holidays will start from Saturday, 2 September 2023 to Sunday, 10 September
2023. Students will return to school on Monday, 11 September 2023.

8. Mid-Autumn Festival Celebrations

The school will be celebrating the Mid-Autumn Festival on Monday, 18 September and Tuesday, 19
September 2023 during curriculum time. The programme aims to allow our students to know more about the
Chinese culture through the celebrations of the festival. The highlights of the celebrations include Chinese
culture demonstration, game stalls put up by our Parents Support Group and some classroom activities. This
year, we will be having a concert as well to celebrate the theme of ‘Reunion’.

9. E- Parent-Child-Teacher-Conference (e-PCTC) Session (28, 29 and 30 August 2023) for Primary 1
to Primary 5 students only

The Parent-Child-Teacher-Conference session will be held virtually from Monday to Wednesday, 28 to 30

August 2023 (2.30 pm to 4.30 pm) for selected Primary 1 to 5 students only. Please note that only parents

of selected students will need to make appointments with the teachers. More information on the

booking process will be given via the Parents Gateway separately.

10. Primary 1to 5 Home-Based Learning (HBL) during the PSLE Written Exam
The PSLE written examinations will be from 28 September to 4 October 2023. As the school needs to deploy

more teachers and use more rooms for the coming PSLE written examinations, students from Primary 1 to 5
will be placed on HBL on selected days.
