First Day of School 
Parents are to take your child to the school gates
(Gate 1 or Gate 5 for those who walk to school), and
the porch for those who drive
Parents are allowed to enter the school only on
Tuesday, 3 Jan during recess.
For security reasons and due to space constraints, only
1 parent per child will be allowed into the school.



First Day of School
The detailed timings of the respective recesses (by
class) will be made known later in December through
the Parents Gateway.
Form Teachers will have a brief dialogue session with
parents on 3 Jan 2023.
We seek parents’ understanding to enter the school
at the stipulated timing and leave after the
recess/dialogue with teachers.



All parents who subsequently need to enter the school
for whatever reason(s) are to sign in at the security
guard post.
Please note that even with the registration at the
Guard Post, parents/visitors are not allowed to walk
about in the school on their own.
All parents and visitors are to proceed only to the
General Office for assistance.

School Security



School Uniform and PE attire
Students are to wear the prescribed school
uniform and no modification to the uniform is
allowed.
Name tags are to be sewn on the uniform. Please
refer to the instructions in the Hong Wen School
Diary.
Hair should be kept neat and short for the boys.
Haircut should be student’s look and not fanciful.
Girls with shoulder-length hair should be tied.
Hair accessories (clips, tie, ribbons) should either be
black or dark brown.



Attire
Students must not wear any jewellery to school. Only

when necessary, girls can wear simple ear-studs. No
bangles or bracelets are allowed.

Boys are not allowed to wear ear-studs or ear-rings.
The use of expensive items by students is not allowed.



Additional Information
All items are to be labelled with your child’s name
and class.
The time-table will be issued to your child by the
end of the week on Friday, 6 January 2023. You
may then follow the time-table from 9 January
2023 onwards. Please follow the list given for the
books to be brought to school as well.

(Note: Teachers may also collect some of the books
to be kept in the classroom.)



If your child needs to leave school before the dismissal
time, a parent/authorised guardian has to come in to
the school to sign out the child. No student (even up
to Primary 6) is allowed to leave the school on his/her
own before the official dismissal time.

• become more independent and responsible
• buy his/her own food
